NewsPlan 
NewsPlan is Newsroom planning system to schedule and manage several events involving daily news preparation, 

such as:  

× Interview 
× ENG troupe 
× Recurring events 
× Etc. 

 

Each scheduled event is controlled by a traffic light up to when the event has been fulfilled. Some events can be

NewsNet is a NRCS (Newsroom Computer System) with complete production capabilities, including: 

× Wires management 
× Rundown creation 
× MAM interface 
× Editor in chief approval cycle 
× Story creation and editing 



× Voice over 
× Rundown creation 
× WEB browser 
× Address book of contacts 
× 2D/3D animated CG 

 

Users Setup, Speed Speech Test for each journalist and Templates creation are the first tasks to define before of 

beginning using the system.  

User rights can be defined in a specific application. Speed Speech is necessary to calculate the duration of a story or 

of the daily news, depending on journalist mark. Templates normally are defined at the beginning of the year, or 

according to editorial plan and can be changed at any time. 

 

 

 

 



Wires appear automatically in the appropriate TAB and Window. It is possible to search, sort or save and view in 

different colors the different wires. It is possible to enable or disable the auto-refresh.

Journalists have also the option to save media or text in private or public folders: 

 

Inside NewsNet the journalist can browse a simplified version of the MAM. For more sophisticated search he/she 

can always access the full featured MAM: 



 

In the above case MAM offers all daily media sorted by categories and the sorting is fully automatic. Categories are 

recycled every day, so that the journalist always accesses the most recent material only. 

The most important TAB is the window where the journalist builds the story and the rundown: 

 

In the picture above, you can see several choices, such as: 

× Selection of the template 

× Selection of the story 

× Calendar 



× Several parameters of the show (daily news) 

× Creation of the rundown 

× Etc. 

The editor in chief assigns a story to a journalist. Now this story is owned by this journalist and the other journalists 

can only view but not edit the story (with the exception of the Editor in Chief). 

The journalist double clicks on the story and begins to prepare it: 

 

A word processor with a spell checker is available in several languages. In this window the journalist can: 

× Write a story 

× Define attributes 

× Add media material, such as Video, Photo or Live event with actual preview 

× Add CG with actual preview 

Unlike other NRCS, with NewsNet the journalist can refine the whole story just on desktop and see exactly what will 

go on-air, including 2D/3D animated CG. 

Integrated CG is very powerful, since the journalist can select one template, insert, define the position and duration, 

add titling and then immediately watch the result with WYSIWYG (What you see is what you get) 



 

 

When the story is finished, the journalist saves it. 

The editor in chief has the option to check it and ask for corrections, if any. 

Finally all the stories are ready and the rundown can be published. Of course rundown can be published at any time, 

even if not completed and different group of journalists can work on different rundowns. 

The output of the rundown is constituted by several items: 

× Playlist for the playout automation 

× Print copies of the stories for the anchorman 

× Text for Teleprompter 

× Report of all information related to the daily news that can be used by the Director of the Show.
